

Report from National Director April 18, 2010
We had a very productive board meeting and AGM last weekend. There were a lot of things to get through, here are the highlights:

Any further expense claims from the 75th Anniversary must be received by the National Office no later than April 30.  Late submissions will not be accepted.

Testing

New streaming rules have been accepted. This is the stadium and flat ride streams. This will start at C2 for flat and at B for stadium. This means that members with their C1 levels may do the flat ride stream at C2, and full C2 members may start the stadium jumping stream at B level. If they chose to go back to the full level from regular streams, all missing phases from previous levels must be completed (including the over fences phase for stadium jumping stream as stadium does not include cross country).
Affiliates will now pay the same A test fees as Active Member and are eligible for the same Travel Grants as Active Members (A Testing).
The Revised A/B and C/D Testing Procedures have been accepted as well as the A/B and C/D Examiners Handbooks.

The Examiner’s Handbooks have been removed from testing procedures and are now a document of their own. This is an important resource for branch testing reps as it contains lots of good information to help candidates know exactly what is expected of them for testing, from D levels up. 
The C/D testing procedures are now on the website, and the rest of the documents will be posted shortly.
