National Testing Summary:

Congratulations to Tatiana Gabrush for achieving her full “A” level on August 6th 2008 in Saskatoon!!!  Taryn Grey achieved her jumping and x-country portion of the RA.  
It is the first A level test we have hosted in 25 – 30 years.  We went through a rigorous process to be able to host the test for Tatiana and Taryn.   With the support of National, the A level evaluator, Bonnie Hemrich, not only evaluated our candidates, but also our local facilities.  Evaluated were Ebon, Willow Ridge, PelMac, Sandcastle Farms and Ian Shirley’s x-country set up.  Issues such as rings-sizes, shapes and footing, number of jumps available, x-country-terrain and jump suitability, and weather were looked at.  The decision, after a lot of back and forth from myself, Bonnie and National was made that we could host the test using Sandcastle for the dressage and jumping and Willow for the x-country with alterations needed to raise the jumps to standard.  A further allowance was made to allow the dressage to be tested at Willow to accommodate a second mount for Tatiana.  An aside, 47 sets of standards were used for the gymnastics and course for the A level, and approximately 130 poles and planks.  Shawna Partington was the junior on the panel.  Gwen Barnes, the National Testing Chair, and the other two National Examiners were happy with the facilities and mentioned a couple of ideas to make the x-country course different for our next test.  Future A level tests are possible here if we keep up or maintain the jumps.
That area needs to be examined in more detail.

In that respect, I would like to provide an honoraria to Andy Isle for his help with the x-country jumps.   Andy’s child tested C this past year.  He was hugely instrumental in assisting me and the families of the candidates in getting the jumps ready.  
For this year:

SM stream is a go.

Binders need to be returned to me so I can get them ready and back out.

There may be testing of SM more than once in a pony club year for some clubs.  This may present a problem with the provision of tests so I need to know well in advance who and when.  

There will be an examiners’ clinic this year.  If you have email addresses for examiners, please pass them along to me.  I also need the name and email address of any pony club member who would like to be an examiner and who will be sixteen in 2008 or early 2009, and who has achieved a C1 level.
