WRPC is operating out of Willow Ridge Stables located on Lorne Ave on Sunday afternoons with 18 registered members.  Registration happened Sept. 4th.  Formal riding lessons began the first Sunday after Thanksgiving (Oct. 19) and will continue on to May 2009.  However, we have tentative vision of perhaps extending a program into the summer. 

Our fee structure is coordinated this year to accommodate complete program registrants (riding and stable management) and stable management only registrants in response to the CPC offering of a separate stable management testing stream.
